In 2018, the WHA 71.4 adopted the

CHALLENGES

1. Multi-sectoral Coordination
o Full operationalization of the MCEP
o inadequate institutionalization of the MCEP by some key stakeholders

o Little attention given to MCEP in some key line ministries due to individual
ministry /organizational priorities

o lack of funded positions for Cholera Focal Points—focal points appointed as an addition to
their substantive positions

2. Resource Mobilization

O A comprehensive advocacy and resource mobilization strategy not yet developed. Team working
on developing plan by quarter 3 of 2020

3. OCV

o Inadequate OCV stock pile for countries to easily access. Increasing OCV stock pile would
ensure that countries in need can easily access



WAY FORWARD

1. Multi-sectoral Coordination
o Full operationalization of the MCEP in view of the COVID-19 pandemic
O Finalize establishment of NCTF and appointment of focal point persons

o Establish Cholera Task Forces in all hotspot districts

2. Resource Mobilization

O Develop an advocacy and resource mobilization framework in view of the
COVID 19 pandemic

3. OCV

o Conduct pre-emptive OCV campaign in all the hotpots in the country by
December 2020
