Goal: The goal is to reduce cholera morbidity and mortality by 90% within 2030 
through early case detection and quick response to cholera outbreaks, 
improved case management and controlling endemic situation. 

Objectives: 

1. Conduct sustained and efficient surveillance system that is able to predict, 
detect, and respond to cholera outbreaks in a timely manner. 

2. Ensure appropriate cholera case management in all health facilities

3. OCV vaccination in conjunction with WASH in cholera hotspots to complete 
interruption of transmission, and any new outbreaks.

4. Improve nationwide WASH Services as a long-term solution
